of the Je w Mi chae l Marks, co-founder of t he giant c hain store Mar ks &
Spenc er ) . Dav i d Irving i n a Canad i a n l ec t ur e ( 31/3/86) di sclosed t hat he
wa s als o financ ed by t he Czec h Government and by a fund or gani zed by Br it -
ain ' s Je wi s h Board of Deputie s . .

Hit le r va s offer ing most generous terms fo r peace
with Br i ta i n (Reichstag speech 19 th Ju ly 194 0 ) wi t h whom he had l o ng and pas­
sionately sought friendship as a pivot of his fo reign policy. $0 f ar . o n
h is per s onal o rder , no t a single Ge rman bomb h ad been dropped on a sing le
Briti s h t own. Fight ing . otherwise , had moreover so fa r only l i g h t l y occur red
between t he t wo countries . Much o f Bri tai n . including Churchi l l 's o wn c ol ­
l e a gue s. were then i nclined to favo ur pe a Ce . Ac c ord i ng t o b iog r aphe r Gi lber t

Churchi l l , even then, knew the Ge rman mi litary p lans in a dv a nc e , i nc l ud i ng
all of Goering 's operational p lans fo r the Luftwaffe even down to the detai lel
o r de r s fo r the next day's raids : this because of Britain 'S deve lopment o f t he
c ode - cra cking Ultra machine based on Germany 's Enigma machi ne , one o f whi ch
had been s to len and smuggled to Britain short ly after war broke out, and it s
secret s unra vell e d (F .W. Winterbotham article in the Sunday Te legraph , 21 st
July 1974; a lso Martin Gilbert in the book The Finest ~) . It wa s thus
tha t he knew that the bombs which fell on the inner city of London and on
r e s i de n t i a l districts in north and east London on August 24 th .

o rde r . About a dozen were directed to air factories and oi l installations
on t he extreme perimeter of London, and it was these few ai rcraft which miss ­
ed t he ir t a r g e t and thus were responsible .
